Post-Doctoral Fellowship at University of Chicago, Clinical Addictions Research Laboratory 
The University of Chicago, Department of Psychiatry, Clinical Addictions Research Laboratory (Director: Andrea King, PhD) invites applications for post-doctoral training in clinical addiction science starting August 2022. Funding for one or two positions is provided by NIDA (Integrative Training in the Neurobiology of Addictive Behaviors) and NIGMS (Clinical Therapeutics) T32 training grants. The initial appointment will be for one year, with the potential for a second year contingent on the candidate’s productivity and the availability of funding. Review of applications will begin immediately (February 2022).
There are opportunities for specialized clinical research training in clinical studies of alcohol, cigarette smoking, e-cigarette vaping, and their co-morbidities. Candidates will be encouraged to engage in ongoing funded research and to develop independent research projects. Responsibilities will range from coordination of data collection, statistical analyses and graphical presentation of findings, manuscript writing, and assisting with preparation of grant applications. Opportunities to write independent, mentored grant applications also available. Currently funded studies by NIAAA and NIDA examine subjective and objective alcohol responses measured in the laboratory and in the natural environment using high-resolution ecological momentary assessment (HR-EMA) and alcohol biosensors, long-term follow-up of young adult and middle-aged AUD drinkers, and cue reactivity of combustible cigarettes, e-cigarettes and heated tobacco products as measured in the human laboratory, or by virtual and crowd-source research platforms. There are also ongoing clinical treatment studies within the Courage to Quit® rolling virtual tobacco cessation program and behavioral and pharmacotherapy trials of smoking cessation focusing on underserved Black smokers. 
The candidate will be mentored on all aspects of research, grant and manuscript writing, scientific presentation skills, and biostatistics, and encouraged to engage in collaborative research with collaborators at University of Chicago, including Daniel Fridberg, PhD, Harriet deWit, PhD, and Jon Grant, MD, and University of Illinois at Chicago, Dingcai Cao, PhD. Training experiences may also include clinical activities in assessment and therapy (if desired) as part of the post-doctoral training experience and supervision will be provided by licensed psychologist and Principal Investigator, Andrea King, Ph.D., as well as other psychology faculty members.
